Environmental engineering is the application of science and engineering principles to
minimize the adverse effects of human activities on the environment (pollution of air, water,
and/or land resources). Although it is widely considered impossible to eliminate all negative
impacts, it is thought human effects can be decreased and controlled through public
education, conservation, regulations, and the application of good engineering practices (set
up of processes, and facilities).

Development of environmental engineering.

Two of the principal environmental problems are: 1. the increasing number of humans on
Earth. Along this line, one of the first applications of environmental engineering is the
removal of sewage from cities, which became increasingly important as population grew.
There were (and still is in many countries) initially no treatment: wastes are for example
simply brought to the nearest stream. However, since sewage disposal eventually cause
damages to natural waters, methods of treating wastewaters prior to discharge were
developed. This has evolved into a large industry. 2. the second major factor is the rising
standard of living in many nations, such as in Europe and Australia. A higher living standard
generate more consumption of natural resources and more wastes. The standard of living of
developed nations is due in part to development of synthetic chemical industry in the XX
century and to the exploitation of fossil fuels for energy production. These industries
produced toxic and hazardous chemicals in great quantities long before they were known to
be dangerous. Unlike sewage, even small amounts of these molecules may be harmful, but
the technology to detect them at low levels did not existed when the new industries appeared.
It was then impossible to detect and identify them as factors in human health or
environmental problems. There were initially no attempts to control their production, use and
disposal.

«Pollutants» may be chemical, biological, thermal, radioactive, or even mechanical.
Environmental engineering emphasizes several areas: process engineering, environmental
chemistry, water and wastewater treatment (sanitary engineering), waste reduction, and
pollution prevention. It is a branch of civil engineering, chemical engineering and sometimes
a branch of public health and mechanical engineering.

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TYPES OF BUILDINGS

Types of buildings depend upon social functions and may be classified according to the role
in the Community.

The types of buildings may be domestic, educational, office, industrial, recreational, etc.

The common and necessary conditions are: a) its suitability to use by human beings in
general and its adaptability to particular human activities; b) the stability and permanence of
its construction.

Speaking of residential construction we must say that the apartment houses are mostly built
to suit urban conditions. Group housing provides home for many families and is at once
public and private. The techniques of construction or the methods by which structures are
formed from particular materials are influenced not only by the availability and character of
materials but also by the total technological development of society. The evolution of
techniques is conditioned by two factors: 1) one is economic — the search for a maximum of
stability and durability in building with a minimum of materials, labour and time; 2) the other
IS expressive — the desire to produce meaningful form. Large housing programmes have
tended to stimulate technological change in the building industry. Modular design (i.e. design
in which the elements are dimensioned in combinations of a fixed unit) has led to
standardization of elements, interchangeability of parts and increased possibilities for mass
production, with resultant economies. Entire apartment assemblages are available and are
being used to an increasing extent. These techniques aim at a higher output of better
structures at lower cost. The high degree of mechanization and standardization is
successfully achieved by reinforced concrete blocks and units. Reinforced concrete homes
are produced by a variety of construction methods. Various methods of constructing
reinforced concrete houses involve extensive use of large sections manufactured in heavily
mechanized factories and erected at the site. In order to build a house first an excavation is
dug by bulldozers. Then a foundation is laid to carry the load of a structure and to keep the
walls and the floors from the contact with soil. Floors divide a building into storeys and carry
the loads too. The upper part of a structure is a roof; it ties a building, gives the firmness to
the structure and protects 47 people from rain, wind, snow, etc. Doors, windows, stairs, lifts
are integral elements of a building and they are always precast or prefabricated. When a
structure is ready builders start to decorate it. When decoration work is over a building is
considered to be finished. The built-in space of an apartment should be carefully thought of
as well. There is a considerable trend toward built-in furniture. Rooms should be both
efficient and visually satisfying. The extent of built-in cabinets must be determined. Drawers
and shelves can often be concealed behind walls, freeing valuable floor space.

Porcelain tiles

Porcelain tiles, as decoration material became widespread relatively recently. Up to 70 years
of the last century ceramics produced by some European, mostly Italian companies in a small
range, non-glazed version and has been used almost exclusively for the finishing of technical
facilities, which are important to have moisture resistance and increased strength. Porcelain
tile has a very low porosity and, as a consequence — low water absorption. Absorption of
0,05 % belongs only porcelain stoneware and not available ceramic tiles and natural stone.
Therefore, porcelain tiles are now widely used in exterior cladding of buildings every
climatic zone. Porcelain tile has the highest degree of resistance to aggressive media and
wear (wear on a scale of PEI — up to 5). Porcelain tile does not lose its color over time and
does not fade in the sun. Modern public buildings, stations, airports, shops prefer it for these
reasons. Porcelain tile is resistant to shock loads and pressure. This property of the porcelain
tile is frequently used in its application as a floor covering industrial premises. Huge
selection of porcelain tile on the market today makes it suitable for construction or repair of
virtually all types of buildings and premises. Disadvantages of porcelain tile — it is only the
investigation of its merits, as for instance, the increased hardness. It can be noted, perhaps
only two. This is relative fragility of transportation and complexity in processing and cutting
of porcelain tiles. But these shortcomings can easily be addressed with proper and
professional approach to work with granite, and are, rather, the inevitable costs.
